From Tyler’s Desk:

Follow the Leader

As Isaiah wrote of the coming Messiah, he referred to
him as “a leader and commander of the peoples” (Isaiah
55:4). About 700 years later, Jesus fulfilled the roles of
“leader” and “commander” perfectly.

As our leader, Jesus marched ahead of us, blazing a
trail through life, through death, and ultimately to glory.
In Hebrews 2:10-11 we read, “For it was fitting that he,
for whom and by whom all things exist, in bringing many
sons to glory, should make the founder (NKJV “captain”)
of their salvation perfect through suffering. For he who
sanctifies and those who are being sanctified all have
one source. That is why he is not ashamed to call them
brothers.”

Christ did not command us to go where he would
not first go.He showed us a life of obedience. He showed
us how suffering is that which makes us perfect.And now,
having suffered, he has now been resurrected from the
dead — glorified. Having lived, suffered, and died as a human,
he can lead us as our brother.

As our commander, Jesus expects for us to follow
him. Just as he submitted to the Father, so should we. Just
as Jesus was willing to suffer for his faith, so should we.
And if we follow Jesus in this way, we too will be brought
to glory.

We must follow Christ, and not ourselves.We must
live for his desires, and not our own. This will require
sacrifice.This will be difficult at times. But if we are willing
to sacrifice, to suffer, and even die for our faith, we too
will be led to His glory.
