Anxious? 
“Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and 
supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be 
made known to God;” Philippians 4:6

What is worrying you today? Is it your job, your 
health, your marriage, or something else? Many of 
us face difficult challenges in this life. Sometimes 
these challenges are very frightening, even life-
threatening. How should the child of God handle 
such? When given news that his death was impend-
ing, Hezekiah turned to God and prayed (Isa. 
38:1-2). For Hezekiah this was not something new, 
however, he had a practice of taking his concerns 
before God (cf. Isa 37:15, 21). God graciously an-
swered Hezekiah’s prayers (Isa 38:5). 

Many times it is the more mundane things that 
cause us the greatest concern. Things like: “what 
will people think of my clothes?” or “will I have 
enough money to buy what I want?” Jesus ad-
dressed this in the great Sermon on the Mount 
when He said, “Therefore I say to you, do not worry 
about your life, what you will eat or what you will drink; 
nor about your body, what you will put on. Is not life 
more than food and the body more than clothing? 
(Matthew 6:25). Jesus knew the nature of man and 
what kinds of things make us worry. His sermon 
explained such was worthless in that worry will 
accomplish nothing “Which of you by worrying can 
add one cubit to his stature?” (Matthew 6:27). Like-
wise, worry exhibits a lack of trust in God. “Now if 
God so clothes the grass of the field, which today is, 
and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will He not much 
more clothe you, O you of little faith?” (Matthew 6:30). 
In addition, worry is a characteristic of worldly 
people, “after all these things the Gentiles 
seek.” (Matthew 6:32). Ultimately one has to realize 
that the material possessions are just that, material. 
They were only meant to be temporary. They wear 
out, can be lost or stolen (cf. Matthew 6:19). The 
eternal things are the ones that sustain and satisfy 
the soul. 

Our God cares. “But seek first the kingdom of God 
and His righteousness, and all these things shall be 
added to you.” (Matthew 6:33). Ask and you will re-
ceive (Matthew 7:7-11).
